The hand out questions will be graded as follows:

There are 10 questions at 5 points each for a total of 50 points.

The questions in part 2 on the handout do not have a right or wrong answer.  
They are designed to show the development of your thoughts (I want to know what you think!).

This is supposed to be fun, so be creative.
5 points = The question was answered in a complete sentence with thought put into the answer.
4 points = The question was answered in a complete sentence but lacked a developed thought.

3 points = The questions was answered but not in a complete sentence.

2 points = The answer did not address the question but was in a complete sentence.

1 points = The answer did not address the question.

0 points = No answer provided.

The art production will be graded as follows:
There are 50 points possible for the art product.

50 points = The artwork clearly displayed a reference to a unive****************************************************************************

rsal (Western) story with well developed composition in an interesting way.
40 points = The artwork made reference to a universal (Western) story with well developed composition.
30 points = The artwork made reference to a universal (Western) story but lacked developed composition.

20 points =  The art work was a well developed composition but did not portray a story image.

10 points = The art work did not portray an image in reference to a story.

0 points = No art work completed.
