First and Second Grade

Making Clay Beetles
Part 1

TEK/Objective:  1a-c, 2a,b,d 3a,c,d,4b 
TSW learn that sculpture may be created from solid clay forms.  

TSW identify the 3 parts of a beetle are head, thorax and abdomen.  
TSW use the pinch and pull method to create a sculpture of a beetle. 
Activity:  
Children will create a model of a beetle after viewing slides on bugs and reviewing the parts of the bug. Demonstrate how to pinch off and roll clay to form body parts of the bug. Use nails of different lengths for the antennae and legs. 
Resources:

Adventures in Art Pgs. 88-89, Power point slide

Observable Behaviors:  
Students are on task and using art vocabulary to describe process of sculpting bug. Students should be able to identify the parts of the bug in the sculpture he created.

Part 2

TEK/Objective:  1a-c, 2a, b, d, j, k, 3d, 4b,c

TSW identify the 3 parts of a beetle are head, thorax and abdomen.  TSW utilize the nail legs on their ceramic beetle sculptures to make them stand.  TSW create an imaginative beetle by adding color to their sculptures. *The teacher needs to bend the legs with pliers – not for students to bend initially)
Activity:

The students will review the 3 parts of a beetle on the power point and locate the parts on their beetle.  TSW paint their insects with glitter watercolor and metallic watercolor and paint the bugs with glue and water to seal them.

Observable Behaviors

The students will use the nails to make their sculptures stand.  TSW play with their bugs and set them up in a group environment.

Time: 2 classes x 50 min. – one for each part
