Second Grade
Designing Medieval Castles

TEK/Objective: 1a, 2a,b, c, 3, a, b, 4a, b

TSW identify the parts of castle are stone walls, towers, gate and moat.  TSW compare Japanese castles and European castles.  TSW create an imaginative castle including the architectural parts and medieval people in the drawing.
Activity:

The students will view a power point about castles in Japan and Europe.  TSW create a drawing of a castle using markers and crayons that they design along with some people of medieval times like, a princess, knight, or samurai and geisha*.  (*Not Medieval - but the only Japanese women that I could match with a samurai male)
Resources:

Ideas for the Holiday show at the Irving Arts Center and internet resources listed on power point.
Observable Behaviors:

The students will be very excited about he characters and castles they are drawing.
Time:

1-2 class meetings.
